Introduction

The City of Haverhill seeks a qualified Engineering Consultant to perform an evaluation and certification of the City’s
Flood Wall system (Levee), which includes the Flood Wall located along the Merrimack River, the Little River Conduit,
Diversion and Marginal Sewers, Drains and Pumping Station, pursuant to Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) regulation 44 CFR 65.10.

Background

The Haverhill Flood Wall system, which was constructed in the late 1930's by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers following
the 1936 Flood, currently provides flood protection to commercial, residential, and public property in portions of
downtown Haverhill. The flood control system is currently operated and maintained by the City of Haverhill.

The Flood Wall system consists of a gated concrete floodwall, a rectangular concrete conduit on the Little River, and a
pumping station. The 30 foot high concrete floodwall starts on the left bank of the Merrimack River at the Main Street
Bridge and extends upstream for about 2,250 feet.

The Little River conduit, which prevents Merrimack River floodwaters from backing up the Little River and inundating
industrial property behind the floodwall, extends 2,000 feet from the Merrimack River to the railroad bridge. It is
approximately 16 feet wide and 16 feet high. Subsequently, an earth dike approximately 8,000 feet long was constructed
along the Merrimack River in the general vicinity of the Groveland Street Bridge. The dike has a top width of 12 feet,
1(H):3(V) side slopes, and varies in height from 1 to 5 feet. It was designed to contain the modified March 1936 flood with
a top elevation varying from 20 feet NGVD below Groveland Street to 23 feet NGVD at its upstream end. However, during
construction, the dike was lowered 3 feet to elevation 17 feet NGVD for about 1,200 feet around the Groveland Street
Bridge to provide access for several homes there. Construction of this dike, which is not considered part of the Haverhill
Flood Wall system, was completed in April 1969.

The City currently has a Provisional Accredited Levee (PAL) agreement with the FEMA that allows portions of the
downtown area to be kept outside of the Special Flood Hazard Area, exempting these portions of the downtown from
mandatory flood insurance requirements and regulatory review under 44 CFR 60.3 and 310 CMR 10.00. The PAL will
expire in May 2011 and portions of the downtown will be remapped as a Special Flood Hazard Area by FEMA unless the
Flood Wall system receives certification per FEMA requirements.

Scope Of Work:
It is anticipated that some improvements to the Flood Wall System may be required in order for it to comply with current
FEMA requirements. The City will negotiate a professional engineering service agreement with the engineering firm that is

deemed most qualified to:
1. Perform an evaluation of the existing Flood Wall system pursuant to 44 CFR 65.10.

2. Recommend necessary improvements or modifications to ensure the Flood Wall system meets current FEMA

requirements. The selected consultant may also design and perform construction administration services to ensure that

proposed improvements/modifications are constructed properly.

Provide a Risk Analysis for portions of the downtown area that are currently protected by the City's Flood Wall
system.

4. Provide final certification to the City of Haverhill and FEMA that the Flood Wall system is in compliance with FEMA

requirements per 44 CFR 65.10.

Five (5) copies of the sealed Qualifications as well as a copy in a PDF file format on a CD or diskette must be
received at Haverhill City Hall, Attn: Robert J. DeFusco C.P.M., Purchasing, Room 105, 4 Summer Street,
Haverhill, Massachusetts 01830 until the time indicated on the RFQ.

Question may be delivered,
mailed, emailed or faxed.” Written responses will be mailed, emailed or faxed to all firms on record as having
picked up/downloaded the RFQ.

The City may cancel this RFQ, or reject in whole or in part any and all Qualifications, if the City determines that
the cancellation or rejection serves the best interests of the City of Haverhill.

Each firm will complete and submit the Standard Designer Application Form. See Appendix A.

Each firm will sign and submit the Certification Statement. See Appendix B.

A proposal must be signed as follow: 1) if the Firm is an individual, by her/him personally; 2) if the Firm is a
partnership, by the name of the partnership, followed by the signature of each general partner; and 3) if the Firm is
a corporation, by the authorized officer, whose signature must be attested to by the Clerk/Secretary of the
corporation and the corporate seal affixed.

Firms must bear all costs associated with their submittals including preparation, copying, postage, and delivery
costs. The City will not be responsible for any costs or expenses incurred by firms responding to this RFQ.

The City shall be under no obligation to return any Qualifications or materials submitted by a Firm in response to
this RFQ.

Additional Centract Terms & Conditions:

A.
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The contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts. The proposal must comply with all Federal, State, and municipal laws, ordinances, rules and/or
regulations.

By submission of a proposal the Firm agrees to ensure that the work is assigned to the personnel and
subcontractors identified in the proposal. In no event will the Firm be allowed to replace personnel or
subcontractors identified in the proposal unless the City makes a prior determination that the qualifications of the
replacement are equal to or exceed those of the individual or subcontractor being replaced.

The successful Firm will not be permitted to assign or underlet the contract, nor assign either legal or equitably,
any monies hereunder, or its claim thereto, without the previous written consent of the City.

All words, signatures and figures submitted in these qualifications shall be in ink. Qualifications which are
conditional, obscure or which contain additions not called for, erasures, alterations or irregularities, or any prices
which contain abnormally high or low amounts for any item, may be rejected as informal. More than one proposal

from the same Firm will not be considered.

The selected Firm will be required to sign a contract with the City of Haverhill in which he/she accepts
responsibility for the performance of services as stated in the submitted proposal and be prepared to commence
work immediately upon execution of the signed contract..

The City shall have unlimited rights, for the benefit of the City, in all drawings, designs, specifications, notes and
other work developed in the performance of this contract, including the right to use same on any other City
projects without additional cost to the City; and with respect thereto the Designer agrees and hereby grants to the
City an irrevocable royalty-free license to all such data which he may cover by copyright and to all designs as to
which he may assert any rights or establish any claim under any patent or copyright laws. The Designer shall not
be responsible for changes made in the documents without the Designer’s authorization, nor for the Division’s use
of the documents on projects other than the Project, unless this is a contract for design services for a master plan or
prototype.

The selected Designer must meet all State guidelines for Minority and Women-Owned business participation. As
part of its submission for the proposal, prospective Bidders must state how they plan to meet these targets.

The selected Designer is required to provide Errors and Omissions Insurance on all design work other than
planning studies. [M.G.L. c. 7, §38H(f)], Liability insurance and must be willing to name the City of Haverhill as
an additional insured. The minimum amount of Errors and Omission Insurance is 10 percent of the estimated
construction cost or $1 million, whichever is less. The Awarding Authority may choose to increase this
requirement.

Designers are prohibited from communicating directly with any employee of the City except as specified in this
RFQ, and no other individual City employee is authorized to provide any information or respond to any question
or inquiry concerning this RFQ. Violation of these conditions will be considered sufficient cause by the City to
reject a Designer's proposal. :
